Cheryl has already chosen mostof the

colours, cabinets and hardware for the

new kitchen - from the comfort of her
new family room. All there is left to do is
plan the @&st meal - a &teen year dream

that is now so close that she can taste it!
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Cheryl and Dave Frey's house was
built in 1890, and when they bought
it 15 years agothey knew they had
lots of work to do. The exterior walls
and roof had little or no insulation,
the rooms were rather small and
dark, and the kitchen - last renovat-
ed in the 1950s - lacked cupboard
space and needed updating.

Instead of gutting the whole house
before they moved in, the Freys de-
cided to tackle one room at a time.
